Dear Parents and Carers,

Face Coverings
Most pupils have adopted a very mature approach to the wearing of face coverings; some, however, are forgetting to bring one each day. Please can we request that all pupils wear one as they arrive into the communal areas each morning and, perhaps, pack another as a spare. 
Testing of Pupils 
Lateral Flow Tests have now been issued in line with Welsh Government guidance and are being undertaken twice per week by staff and pupils in years 10, 11, 12 and 13. Please note, however, that if your child develops Covid-19 symptoms they are to seek a PCR test. The Lateral Flow Tests are designed to help identify individuals who are asymptomatic.
